Key message

Many women around the world receive one of two
extremes in obstetric care, both of which are harmful:

Too little, too late: Absent, delayed or inadequate
care often linked to insufficient resources such as
staff, supplies, medicines or training

Too much, too soon: Over-medicalization of
pregnancy and childbirth often resulting in
unnecessary interventions
